MEMORANDUM OF COOPERATION

between the Coordination Centre for Legal Aid Provision, the Register of
Damage Caused by the Aggression of the Russian Federation against Ukraine,
and the Ministry of Justice of Ukraine

20, March 2025 Kyiv, Ukraine

The Coordination Centre for Legal Aid Provision (hereinafter — the
Coordination Centre), represented by its Director Oleksandr Baranov acting
pursuant to the Regulation on the Coordination Centre for Legal Aid Provision
adopted by the Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine dated 6 June 2012
No 504 “On the Establishment of the Coordination Centre for Legal Aid and
Liquidation of the Centre for Legal Reform and Legislative Work under the
Ministry of Justice”,

The Register of Damage Caused by the Aggression of the Russian Federation
against Ukraine (hereinafter — the Register of Damage for Ukraine or the
Register), represented by its Executive Director Markiyan Kliuchkovskyi acting
pursuant to the Statute adopted by the Resolution CM/Res(2023)3 of the Committee
of Ministers of the Council of Europe of 12 May 2023, and

The Ministry of Justice of Ukraine (hereinafter — the Minjust), represented by
Deputy Prime Minister for European and Euro-Atlantic Integration of Ukraine —
Minister of Justice of Ukraine Olha Stefanishyna, together referred to as the Parties,

having regard to the United Nations General Assembly Resolution A/RES/ES-11/5
“Furtherance of remedy and reparation for aggression against Ukraine”
(14 November 2022), which recognises, inter alia, that the Russian Federation must
be held to account for the consequences of all of its internationally wrongful acts in
or against Ukraine, including making reparation for the injury, including any
damage, caused by such acts, and noting that this Resolution also recognises the
need to establish an international mechanism for reparation for damage, loss or
injury and recommends the creation, in cooperation with Ukraine, of an
international register of damage;

guided by the Resolution of the Committee of Ministers of the Council of Europe

CM/Res(2023)3 establishing the Enlarged Partial Agreement on the Register of
1



Damage Caused by the Aggression of the Russian Federation against Ukraine
(12 May 2023);

guided by the Constitution of Ukraine, the Law of Ukraine “On Free Legal Aid”
(hereinafter — the Law), the Law of Ukraine “On Ukraine’s Accession to the
Enlarged Partial Agreement on the Register of Damage Caused by the Aggression
of the Russian Federation against Ukraine” and other legal acts aimed at
implementing and protecting constitutional rights and freedoms as well as the rights
of persons affected by armed aggression of the Russian Federation against Ukraine;

being aware of the necessity of ensuring citizens’ access to high-quality and timely
legal aid;

aiming to ensure the maximum effectiveness of the measures undertaken in
achieving common goals,

have concluded this Memorandum of Cooperation (hereinafter — the
Memorandum) about the following:

Article 1. Purpose and general provisions

1.1. The purpose of this Memorandum is to consolidate the efforts of the Parties
aimed at providing citizens with free legal aid and legal services related to the
submission to the Register of Damage for Ukraine of claims for damage, loss or
injury caused to all natural and legal persons concerned, as well as the State of
Ukraine (including its regional and local authorities, State-owned or controlled
entities), on or after 24 February 2022 in the territory of Ukraine within its
internationally recognised borders, extending to its territorial waters, by Russian
Federation’s internationally wrongful acts in or against Ukraine, as well as evidence
in support of claims (hereinafter — claims for damage), and to raise legal awareness
about the work of the Register, its mandate, functions and categories of claims that
may be submitted to the Register.

1.2. The subject of this Memorandum is the joint activities of the Parties aimed at
achieving the goal of the Memorandum by implementing the areas of cooperation
defined by this Memorandum.

1.3. The Parties intend to provide mutual comprehensive support for the
development of cooperation and to inform about the measures aimed at its
achievement.

1.4. To ensure the implementation of the Memorandum, the Parties shall develop
their relations based on the principles of partnership, maximum assistance, openness
and transparency in their activities, taking into account the mandate of the Register
of Damage for Ukraine as well as the tasks, implementation procedure and scope of
provision of free legal aid as defined by the Law.



Article 2. Areas of cooperation

2.1. To achieve the goal of this Memorandum, the Parties agree to cooperate in the
following areas:

2.1.1. ensuring by the Coordination Centre of the provision of qualified free legal
aid and legal services to claimants in order to facilitate the submission of claims for
damage to the Register of Damage for Ukraine;

2.1.2. provision by the Coordination Centre of free legal aid and methodological
assistance to executive authorities and local self-government bodies of Ukraine on

questions related to submission of claims for damage to the Register of Damage for
Ukraine;

2.1.3. assisting to the Coordination Centre in fulfilling the tasks assigned to the free
legal aid system by the current legislation of Ukraine, in the part concerning the
provision of legal aid and legal services, and raising of awareness about submission
of claims for damage to the Register of Damage for Ukraine;

2.1.4. development by the Parties of information and reference materials about the
Register of Damage for Ukraine and with the purpose of providing legal aid in
connection with submission of claims to the Register;

2.1.5. organising and conducting a series of awareness-raising sessions for the staff
of the free legal aid system, including those providing consultations on the free legal
aid ‘hotline’ and lawyers involved in the provision of free secondary legal aid, about
the Register of Damage for Ukraine, its mandate, role and functions, categories of
claims and the claims submission procedure in the Register;

2.1.6. organising and conducting in-depth trainings for the staff of the legal aid
system on how to submit claims to the Register.

2.2. The Parties may also determine other areas of cooperation.
Article 3. Organisation of cooperation

3.1. With the purpose of implementation of the provisions of this Memorandum, the
Parties shall, within the limits of available resources:

3.1.1. identify contact persons for consultations and development of proposals for
joint implementation of tasks and activities set forth in this Memorandum;

3.1.2. fulfil their obligations both directly and through entities of the internal
organisational structure of the Parties;

3.1.3. hold joint events (working meetings, consultations, etc.) with the purpose of
discussing issues related to the implementation by the Parties of the provisions of
the Memorandum;



3.1.4. engage representatives of public authorities, civil society organisations and
academic institutions in joint activities within the frameworks established by legal
acts, rules and regulations of the Register and arrangements with them;

3.1.5. exchange relevant information based on a joint initiative or at the request of
one of the Parties, subject to the rules and regulations of the Register;

3.1.6. undertake to keep information confidential and not to disclose personal data
that became known in connection with the implementation of the Memorandum in
accordance with the requirements of the legislation and the rules and regulations of
the Register;

3.1.7. use any other forms of cooperation previously agreed upon by the Parties.
Article 4. Term of validity of the Memorandum

4.1. This Memorandum shall enter into force on the day following the date of its
signing by the Parties.

4.2. This Memorandum is concluded for a period of one year.

4.3. This Memorandum shall be automatically prolonged for the following year,
unless one of the Parties notifies about its termination 1 (one) month prior to the
expiration of each annual term.

This Memorandum may be terminated by mutual written agreement of the Parties.

4.4. In the event of termination of this Memorandum, activities that were initiated
on the basis of this Memorandum and not completed during its term of its validity
shall continue and be completed in accordance with the terms previously agreed
upon by the Parties, except when it is impossible to complete these activities.

Article 5. Other provisions

5.1. Any amendments or supplements to this Memorandum shall be made by written
consent of the Parties and shall become its integral part.

5.2. Additional documents, action plans and annexes to this Memorandum shall be
its integral parts if they refer to this Memorandum, are in writing and are signed by
the Parties.

5.3. The Parties shall designate authorised persons who shall carry out:

a) coordination of work during the approval of action plans and their
implementation;

b) resolve practical issues arising during the implementation of this Memorandum.



5.4. The Parties shall notify each other of the appointment and change of authorised
persons by sending a written notice to the other Party.

In order to implement the provisions of this Memorandum and achieve the purpose
of the Memorandum, the authorised representatives of the Minjust and the
Coordination Centre shall also cooperate with the Kyiv Office of the Register of
Damage for Ukraine located at the following address: 8, Illinska Str., entrance 5, 3™
floor, 04070, Kyiv, kyiv.office@rod.coe.int.

5.5. Any disputes regarding the interpretation or application of the provisions of this
Memorandum shall be resolved by the Parties through consultations and mutual
agreement.

5.6. This Memorandum does not impose any financial obligations on the Parties that
have signed it.

5.7. This Memorandum is concluded in Ukrainian and English in 3 (three) copies
having equal legal force, one copy for each of the Parties.
